a) A friendly teacher.
b) New knowledge - not too simple or too hard.
c) Interesting knowledge - valuable and relevant.
d) Learning in groups and mentoring other students.
e) Learning in new environments such neighbourhoods and trips to discipline specific sites.
2. Five strategies that I can use to motivate learners in linguistics
a) Providing alternative learning environments such the language laboratory when teaching phonetics and phonology
b) Giving group assignments to encourage cooperative learning and peer mentoring.
c) Incorporating the students in the learning experience through tutorials and collaborative learning.
d) Establish rapport with the students by a developing a positive relationship with them.
e) Using a variety of approaches such as mind maps to show the interconnectedness within various subject areas, use of relevant videos to elaborate further on content and guest lecturers
