Correlations
	Observational- collect data from what you see around you
Case study- collect a lot of data on a single individual
Survey- questionnaire sent to large group of people
Experiment- manipulate a variable to see if it affects another variable
Manipulated variable(s)

IV – independent variables (groups)

DV – dependent variable (measuring)
One way to measure the relationship between variables

Range from 0 to 1.0 

Can be negative (-) or  positive

Bigger number means stronger relationship

.63 is a weaker relationship than -.89

Does not show causal relationship

	Summary

	Many different ways to collect data in research.
Gold standard is experiment
Correlations cannot determine causation but quantify the strength of relationships between variables.
